Words are often not enough to describe 
our relationship with God. 

Throughout the Mahzor the poets of our tradition describe 
our relationship with God through many different titles.

children and speak of them when you are 
sitting at home, when you are traveling on a path, 

when you go to sleep, and when you wake up. 
Attach a symbol of your partnership with God on your 
arm and between your eyes and write this reminder on 

the door-posts of your houses and on your gates.

It is sometimes very hard to describe 
“love.” We can describe what we love 
or how we show love, but the feeling 

itself is often an indescribable emotion. 
When the Shema challenges us to love 
God, the text does not define what this 
love is. Instead the Shema gives us a 
road map to form this type of powerful 

relationship in our lives.
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When we say the word, , tzitzit,
kiss your tzitzi’ot as a reminder of the mitzvot.
